Ukraine reached final stage of WTO accession

Ukraine has reached the final stage of accession process to the World Trade Organization, WTO Director General Pascal Lamy said during the European Policy Center breakfast with journalists and diplomats in Brussels on Tuesday, 23 January 2007. 

According to the Director General, Ukraine has done much in the legal field, but there are still issues beyond the parliament's competence, meaning that the adopted laws must take real effect. 

Sharing the same opinion with Mr. Lamy, Ukraine’s Prime Minister Viktor Yanukovich says that he sees no grounds for revising the scheduled data of Ukraine’s joining the World Trade Organization. The Prime Minister hopes the decision on Ukraine’s accession into the WTO will be made in the first half of the year 2007. The Head of Government said at press conference in Lviv.
The final decision on Ukraine’s entry into the WTO includes several components. Firstly, Ukraine must receive an answer from the Working Party on Ukraine’s accession to the WTO whether the Ukrainian laws meet the WTO requirements or not. Others issues which Ukrainian state must solve for joining the WTO are regulation of grain export and meat import to Ukraine, grants to agro industrial complex in compliance with the WTO requirements, signing bilateral Protocol with Kirghizstan.
